New era as Cranford Hospice Board appointed
A new era is signalled for Cranford Hospice as the Cranford Governance Development Group announce a new board to oversee its operation and direction.
This follows recommendations from the group which was appointed by Hawke’s Bay District Health Board, and supported by Presbyterian Support Services East Coast, (PSEC).

The development group also agreed a Charter which will define the role of the new board. This was also approved at the DHB and PSEC’s board meetings yesterday. (July 21)
The board, to be known as Cranford Hospice Board, will be made up of seven members - a chairperson two members with a clinical background, two community representatives and two representatives from PSEC.

Former CEO of Napier Port and well known community identity Ken Gilligan will chair the new board, Napier GP Tim Bevin and Hayley Anderson of Hastings Health Centre will represent clinical interests, community interests will be represented by Judie Webster and David Pearson, PSEC will be represented by its chairman Michael Konig and Frane Rosandich.
Cranford Governance Development group members Napier Mayor Barbara Arnott and Hastings Mayor Lawrence Yule said the new board should be celebrated and would be able to deliver quality solutions, meet community expectations and return confidence in Cranford to the community.
“This is a new beginning – a renewal - for Cranford Hospice. PSEC are playing a critical role going forward and they now have a dedicated team with wide ranging community interests that will be able to deal with the concerns,” Mr Yule said.

Similarly GP Jonathan Eames and Nurse Laureen Sutherland, who provided clinical representation for the development group, were pleased the group had been able to address the concerns of nursing and medical staff who would now be supported at the front line.
“This is a really positive way to ensure the clinical teams are supported,” Mrs Sutherland said.
Hawke’s Bay District Health Board chairman Sir John Anderson and PSEC chairman Michael Konig said they both fully supported the representatives invited to serve on the board.

Mr Konig said he believed the representatives would restore the Hawke’s Bay community’s faith so they had confidence supporting Cranford Hospice into the future as they had in the past.

Sir John said it was a positive step forward. 
“The community also needs to recognise the support of PSEC – it has committed itself to rebuilding the community’s confidence in Cranford Hospice and there has been an enormous amount of work done to ensure that happens,” he said.

The return of the hospice’s inpatient unit from Hawke’s Bay Hospital remains on track for November
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
